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Message from ECAE 

Vice-President 
 

Vollmer stated that less than 26% of adults 

living in Wisconsin have children in the 

public school system. Many senior citizens 

in this group have forgotten that the quality 

of life is tied to the quality of our schools. 

When student achievement is high, the 

crime rate goes down, teen pregnancy drops, hospital usage de-

clines, and the local economy flourishes. But what has happened 

recently is what Vollmer calls "the clanning" of America. Peo-

ple are now more divided than ever. They feel like they need to 

be part of a group, and any other group is bad. 

 

He spoke of what has happened to some school districts in Wis-

consin and made the point that the farther the decision making is 

from the students, the dumber the decisions impacting the stu-

dents will be. We must fight for decisions to be made by the 

people that come in direct contact with the students. It has to be 

a collaborative effort between all vested parties. 

 

His key notes addressed four simple steps: 

1) Stop-Quit badmouthing or talking down about fellow school 

employees in public. 

2) Shift- Our attention must shift from the negative to the posi-

tive.  

3) Share-Get out and share something positive that is happening 

in your classroom, in your school, in your district. 

4) Sustain-Don't stop the effort. Try to reach at least five posi-

tive comments a week. The power to change is amazing. Stay 

positive and things will happen. 

 

If everyone in both the Eau Claire and Altoona school districts 

follows these four steps, we will see positive change in the ways 

schools are looked at here in the Chippewa Valley. Yes, we do 

have the support of many community members, but the conver-

sations have to happen with all residents. 

 

I will remain committed to help educate the people of the Chip-

pewa Valley about our great schools. This past summer gave me 

an amazing opportunity to educate people in Senate District 10 

and shed light on what positive things teachers do for their com-

munities. When conversations remain positive, people DO lis-

ten.  

 

Here's to a great school year, and an even better year of positive 

conversations with the people of the Chippewa Valley!
